Ephesians 4:22 (NIV) You were taught, with regard to your former
way of life, to put off your old self, which is being corrupted by its
deceitful desires; 23 to be made new in the attitude of your
minds; 24 and to put on the new self, created to be like God in
true righteousness and holiness. 25 Therefore each of you must
put off falsehood and speak truthfully to his neighbor, for we are
all members of one body.

1 Pet 2:1 (NIV) Therefore, rid yourselves of all malice and all
deceit, hypocrisy, envy, and slander of every kind.

1) put our old self

We must constantly cleanse ourselves of old habits and
ways of thinking that prevent God’s power from working
in our lives. God’s power cannot flow through a dirty
vessel.

Now this is not something we do once and it’s over. This
is something we must continually do as we grow in Christ.
